Dr. Rodrigo Mora is an Assistant Professor of Sustainable Construction in the Department of Civil,
Architectural, and Environmental Engineering at the University of Miami. His teaching and research
focuses on investigating cost-effective strategies to integrate sustainability principles and sustainable
technologies in construction projects. He is accredited by LEED and by the Florida Green Building
Coalition (FGBC) to certify green homes, and is a member of the FGBC green homes committee.

He is also a certified homes energy performance (EnergyStar) rater. Over the last few years, he has
been involved with Habitat for Humanity of Greater Miami in certifying green affordable homes and
testing these for energy efficiency.
